Quality of FL Surface Water

Å100% of the state evaluated

ÅòPooró water quality

ð28% of river and stream miles

ð25% of lake acres (excluding Lake O)

ð59% of estuary square miles

Å2,565 TMDLs needed for 1,688 waters

ð322 TMDLs adopted for 166 water bodies

ð3 BMAPs completed
